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Tournament Format: This is a better ball team event. Each player plays his own ball. Record your gross score on
each hole. Golf Genius calculates your team score which is the lower score (gross & net) of the two partners.

There are No Maximum Hole Scores in effect. Since it is a team event, you can pick up whenever you are out of the
hole and record the score you most likely would have made (assuming your partner is still in the hole).

Rules of Golf: We adhere to the USGA rules of golf in all tournaments.

1.

We will use the optional drop areas on holes 6 and 12 if your ball goes into the hazard on your second or
subsequent shots.

Scorecard Completion Rule: Scorecards will be printed and available but are for your use only. We will
be using Golf Genius's online scoring. Please have one person in your group download the Golf Genius
app from your app store (if you have not already) and key in the GGID and score for your group. At the
conclusion of your round, it is the player’s responsibility to verify that the Golf Genius scores are correct
before leaving the course. Once you leave the course, you are deemed to have signed your scorecard.
The Golf Genius scores are the official scores for the tournament.

If a ruling is in doubt, play two balls from the point of the rule question for the hole and the question
should be referred a board member (via email — Doug Moore dsmoore@gq.com, Bill Ross
wlr@genoagroup.com, Paul Pronsati pp925847@yahoo.com , Mark Gunther mgunther@hrcaonline.org)
at the completion of the round to obtain a decision. Do not waste time trying to look up rules on your
phone during the round.

Pace of Play: PLEASE KEEP UP WITH THE GROUP IN FRONT OF YOU. Punch your scorecard immediately after completing
holes 9 & 18. You can reconcile scores after you punch your card. You must play the front 9 in 2:15 (or 15 minutes behind

the group in front of you) and the back 9 in 2:20 (or 15 minutes of the group in front of you). Slow play penalty is one
stroke per nine holes. DO NOT PUNCH YOUR SCORECARD BEFORE EVERYONE PUTTS OUT ON #9.

Payouts per flight (per team): 1t Gross/Net: $200, 2" Net - $175; 3™ Net - $150; 4" Net - $100, 5" Net - $50.

Closest to the Pin: Printed on scorecard
Skins & other Side Pots: There is no skins game in this event.
